Roane County Cooperative 

Ministries has been providing 

aid to families living in poverty 

since its inception in 1991. Our 

own Rev. Dick Hettrick was in-

strumental in its formation and 

many Bethel members are still 

involved as volunteers.  RCCM 

Director, John Leitnaker, is 

spearheading efforts to move 

beyond helping families survive 

in poverty to assisting them with 

tools needed to move out of 

poverty.  

  

John sums it up by saying, “We 

have been doing the same 

thing for a long time and we 

are still getting the same poor 

results.  Now there are new 

methods to use in the fight on 

poverty.  These methods have 

been used elsewhere with suc-

cess and we need to imple-

ment them here”.  Programs like 

Bridges Out Of Poverty and Cir-

cles are proving highly success-

ful nationwide; Circles was re-

cently featured on NPR   

  

On the 8th of October “Bridges 

Out Of Poverty” training will be 

offered.  This course has been 

highly praised by pastors, social 

workers, teachers, medical per-

sonnel, and church members. 

They find a methodology that 

helps them understand how we 

can have substantially greater 

impact.  Even if you are not 

from a “helping profession”, 

there are many ways you can 

help.
